Read Together: Three Cheers!
Point out that the Read=-Along sentence
“Kids can too!” can be read as a cheer.
Show children how to say the cheer
rhythmically, pumping their fists in the
air on each word. Then read the issue,
having children do their cheer after each
sentence!

Activity: School Rules Game
Listening is one of the most important
rules to follow at school. Children can
brush up on their listening skills while
learning your classroom rules with this
easy game. Seat children in a circle and
whisper a rule to the child sitting on your
left. For instance, you might say, “Keep
the classroom neat,” or “Stay quiet in the
hall.” Have that child whisper the same
rule to the person on his or her left, and
so on, going clockwise around the circle.
When the message comes back to you,
say it aloud. Did the rule make it around
the circle without changing?

Read Together: Color Cues
Distribute sheets of pink, red, brown, blue,
white, yellow, and green paper to children,
making sure each child has a sheet and
the colors are distributed as evenly as
possible. Then read the issue aloud,
having children hold up their sheets when
they hear their color. For instance, when
you read the word pink, children with pink
paper should hold up their sheets.

Activity: Apple S‘mores

Give each child one graham cracker
sheet and help children divide them in
half to make two squares. Have children
spread peanut butter (or almond butter)
on one graham square and honey on the
other. Have an adult core a few apples
and cut thin slices. Let children place a
few slices on top of the peanut butter,
and place the other graham square on
top (honey-side in) to make a sandwich.
Make sure to check for food allergies
before children enjoy their treats.

Read Together: Show Me!

Before reading the book, take a quick
tour of the classroom, pointing out where
the featured items are kept: crayons,
scissors, glue, blocks, magnifiers, and
books. Read the mini book together,
having children answer “yes” to the
question on each page. Then respond,
“Show me!” and have children point to
the area where the item is stored. When
you reach page 8, children can point to
each other!

Activity: Scavenger Hunt

Do a reverse scavenger hunt! Put together
a bag of small items from various areas of
the classroom (paintbrushes from the art
center, blocks from the block center, and
books from the reading corner). Children
can take turns picking an item and
guessing where it belongs.
