Declaration of
Independence
The Declaration of Independence was signed on
July 4, 1776. In it, the Founding Fathers claimed
freedom from British rule and declared the right 
of the 13 colonies to govern themselves as a new
nation, the United States of America.

The first 10 Amendments to the Constitution—
known as the Bill of Rights—became law in 1791,
14 years after the Constitution was written in 1787.
