Hawaii celebrates its 50th anniversary of statehood on
August 21, 1959. The state will celebrate with parades
and festivals.

PRE-READING DISCUSSION

@ What are some things Hawaii is known for?

BACKGROUND

@® Underwater volcanoes that erupted thousands of
years ago formed the islands of Hawaii. The Hawaiian
Islands are the projecting tops of some of the biggest
mountain ranges in the world today. Mauna Kea is
the tallest volcanic mountain in the world; Kilauea is
among the world’s most active volcanoes.

@ Hawaii is not like other states in the U.S. in several
ways. It’s the only state not located on the continent
of North America, and it’s the only state made up of
islands. Hawaii has its own language consisting of 12
letters, and its own time zone, known as Hawaiian
Standard Time. It is also the only state in the U.S.
where coffee is grown.

POST-READING DISCUSSION

@ Ask students in what ways Hawaii and their home
state are similar, and in what ways they are different.
If Hawaii is their home state, ask them how they think
living on the continental U.S. would be the same or
would be different.

LESSON EXTENSION

Celebrate Hawaii’s 50th anniversary with a traditional
Hawaiian luau. Have a feast, practice hula, which is a
rhythmic dance, discuss Hawaii’s history and culture,
and learn some Hawaiian vocabulary.
