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A different world: The Andes region of Colombia might 
seem almost unimaginably remote to your students. 
They may be fascinated, then, to observe the chal-
lenges and joys that are part of everyday life for teens 
in this South American country.

n Backstory
• �The first Spanish settlement on Colombian soil was 

Santa Marta, founded in 1525. By mid-century, the 
Spanish had conquered the region. Spain organized 
the present-day countries of Colombia, Venezuela, 
Ecuador, and Panama into the Viceroyalty of New 
Grenada in the early 1700s. In 1819, Simón Bolívar 
led a force liberating the territory of Colombia. By 
1822, New Grenada had became an independent 
confederation called Gran Colombia. Venezuela 
withdrew from Gran Colombia in 1829 and Ecuador 
did so in 1830. In 1903, Colombia refused to allow 
the U.S. to build a canal across Panama. Encour-
aged by U.S. President Theodore Roosevelt, Panama 
declared its independence, giving the U.S. its canal 
and establishing Colombia in its present form.

• �Violence in contemporary Colombia has not been 
limited to drug cartels and Marxist rebel groups 
such as the FARC. Colombia’s armed guerril-
las have also included right-wing groups called 
paramilitaries, the most famous of which was the 
United Self-Defense Forces of Colombia (AUC). The 
Colombian government has at times been accused 
of supporting paramilitaries.

It is hard for most of us, especially 
young people, to appreciate how 
deeply the Great Depression affected 
the generation that lived through it. 
This firsthand account may give stu-
dents a perspective on those times. 

n Background
The Works Progress Administration 
(WPA) was at the heart of President 
Franklin D. Roosevelt’s New Deal. 
From 1935 to 1943, it employed 
about 8.5 million Americans. They 
constructed roads, bridges, public 
buildings, and other infrastructure 
at a total cost of $10.5 billion. The 
$789-billion recovery package that 
President Obama recently signed 
into law was based philosophi-

cally—at least in part—on the WPA. 
Some historians question the real 
value of the program. But Harry 
Hopkins, the WPA director, had 
no doubt about its worth. “Give a 
man a dole [handout] and you save 
his body and destroy his spirit,” 
Hopkins said. “Give him a job, and 
you save both body and soul.”

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Data about the 12 countries of South America 
show a wide range of rich and poor nations. 
Argentina, for example, has a high standard of 
living, while Bolivia’s economy struggles. 

There is a gap between the rich and poor within 
countries as well. Some people live in cities with 
cars, universities, and computers. Others live in 
mountain villages without electricity or in crowded 
urban shantytowns.

This chart compares the per capita (per person) 

gross domestic product (GDP) of the South 
American countries with the U.S. and the world 
average. GDP is used as one measure of a country’s 
wealth. The chart also compares other figures 
that help gauge a country’s standard of living. For 
instance, HDI is a statistic developed by the United 
Nations to measure the overall quality of life, and 
is expressed as a number between 0  (the lowest) 
and 1 (highest).
